These regulations are published for the conveniafasandidates and in order to enable them to teénethe
probability of their coming up to the required picgd standard, the regulations are also intendgatdeide guidelines to
the medical examiners and a candidate who doesaiisfy the minimum requirements prescribed in régulations
cannot be declared Fit by the medical examinersveier, while holding that a candidate is not fitarling to the
norms laid down in these regulations, it would leentissible for a Medical Board to recommend to®@wernment of
India for reasons specifically recorded in writitigat he may be admitted to service without disathga to
Government.

Note : The Medical Board while conducting mediedamination of the candidates who have appliednagée posts
reserved for physically handicapped category wélefx in view the relevant provisions of the Persaith
Disabilities (Equal Opportunity, Protection of Righnd Full Participation) Act, 1995 wherein the et of
permissible disability has been defined.

2.(a) The Government of India reserve to themselrs®late discretion to reject or accept any candiddier
considering the report of the Medical Board.

(b) To be passed as fit for appointment, a candidat& bmeiin good mental and bodily health and freenfemy

The Cerittathanical
Organization of CWC is associated with Construcimuipment Planning and Contract management of stliadb the
major Water Resources development projects. Theitaes of CWC at its headquarters also includeealepment of
flood forecasting models through its P&D Organiaatiand the planning and design of various flood agament
practices through its Flood Management Organisation
