ELIGIBILITY FOR ADMISSION

Any graduate, MBBS, BAMS, BHMS, BNYS and BDS with a minimum of 40% marks in the group subjects by any University recognized by the University Grants Commission. For candidates belonging to SC/ST category, a pass is sufficient. 
COURSE DURATON

Minimum of Two years (4 semesters) and 6 months of compulsory internship to be completed within a maximum period of four years.
COURSE FEE
The course fee is Rs.60,000/- per year plus Rs.2,000/- towards Admission fee (one time only). At the time of admission the candidate has to pay a counseling fee of Rs.50/- (Rs.25/- for SC/ST candidates) and a recognition fee of Rs.125/- in case of degree holders of other universities. For SC/ST/BC/EBC candidates whose parents’ income is less than Rs.1,00,000/-, the fee will be Rs.42,000/- Fee shall be paid on the day of the counselling. No extension of time will be given. Fee can be paid in cash or by DD on any nationalized bank drawn in favour of the Registrar, Vikrama Simhapuri University payable at Nellore. Fees once paid will not be refunded.
DRESS CODE
