It iz this Inpatience with the inability of the ‘crifical” theorists to provide an
allermative model of sodety, as distinct fromn sugresting an alternative method of analysis
of the present one, which is in part at the root of the criticisins which have been levelled
against the ‘critical’ philosophers and political theorists in the course of the segond half
of the 197(Ys, but another reason for this {oftern strident criticisms is themincréasing
feeling of ‘inauthenticity’ - or ‘hypocrisy’ - which seerns to surround the “gritical”
approach. For instance, Rousseau felt dispusted by Voltaire's double standard, which
led Voltaire to become the protege of the King of Prussia and yetWo continue to be
engaged in virulent attacks on absolutist regimes. The sogalled ‘new philosophers’
who emnerged in the 197(s in France in particular, have increasifigly felt that the rarefied,
hypersophisticated and complex critiques of Western Capitaliske@dety under the banner
of neo-MMarxism acted as a huge smokescreen to coverup the even more unacceptable
modes of behaviour of Fastern totalitarian cofnmiitdst, zoverroments, the aim of the
‘new’ philosophersis to ‘'unmask’, once moré but the narmne of cormmonsense, because,
to borrow the title of one of the works wiltten Inthis vein, “Barbary” has rnow “a human
face’. {(B.H. Levy, 1977

Much of the ‘critique @f thé critics” has an ernotional base, but rmuch of the critical
analysis itself - and thatefdvlars to begin with - had or has an emnotional base - namely
that capitalisrn wasdirideceptable because of the sufferings it was Imposing on human
beings and that it ise#ll iInposing, in the eyes of the neo-Marxists, on the hurnan race.
The arti-Marsist critics also start from the ernotional stand point that, under the cover
of Mardsfeg totalitarian lead casket iz Imposed already on part of mankind and is
eradudinbeing Itmposed on an nereasingly larger pant. Thus the new critics of Mardsm
write ingthe same vein as and emulate some of the older political theorists. The
Sortemnporary world is in many ways as Hobbesian as the state of nature described by
the seventeenth century English writer; the excesses of dictatorship have to be stigmatized
and alternatives have to be elaborated and presented to mankind as, otherwise the
dorninance of the ruthless will be assured. Political theory started fromn a dispust with
the state of things as they were as well as out of a desire to understand what was going
or. Blueprints presented by Plato, Hobbes, Locke and Rousseau were means of getting
out of the hurnan predicament; political theory must continue to fulfil this function
because if it does not, mankind will once more, £all rdo a barbaric state.
