Broadly, the question of how much is to be allocated for defence is determined by three
essential factors. In the first place, it depends on Indian perception of external threats, both
the sources and types of threats as well as the intensity of military danger at various times.
Threats could stem from Pakistan and China and may call for measures to combat the enemy
at the conventional level or to fight enemy-aided insurgencies in Kashmir and in the volatile
tribal areas of north-east India. The perceived danger could be acute and immediate as
during the Kashmir crisis by Aug-Sept 1965 and during the Bangladesh revolt from March
to December 1971

Perceptions could also vary among different persons, groups, and political parties in
India, and are coloured by the personal idiosymcracies and ideological outlook of the observer.
Left-wingers and right-wingers, moderates and extremists, Hindus and Muslims, communist
party supporters and the militant Jan Sangh, may all have varying perceptions of the source,
nature and intensity of external danger to the country. Such perceptions are also
fundamentally shaped by the various military postures of hostile countries, collusion among
enemies, alliances and attitudes of the great powers.
