Have you tasted sea water? It is very salty, and therefore not potable
ie., it can’t be used by us for drinking purposes? Where do these salts
come from? You must have read about the water cycle. Sea water evapo-
rates continually and then falls down as rain. Rain water dissolves salts
as it falls on land and flows down. The salts are brought to the sea by
rivers. Then the sea continually receive salts, making sea water salty.
Salty water is said to be saline.

Sea water neither can be used for agriculture, nor in industry. As it
evaporates, it leaves behind salts which corrode metals. The process of
removal of salts from sea water is called dissimilation. This is done by
distillation. The process involves boiling the sea water so that it evapo-
rates, and then cooling the steam thus formed. The steam condenses to
give pure water. But this is an expensive method. It is used to get potable
water from sea water in places where only saline waster is available.

e The teacher should check the written notes of the children and award
marks for individual writing based on the indicators included in the aca-

demic standards in at least 100 to 120 words (10 — 12 sentences).

* Both oral and written performance carry 10 marks. The teacher should

* Don't discourage the learners if they commit some errors in their writing.

Why Project in 'English’' ?

Every unit contains a thematically related project work to be carried out
by the students.

Nature of 'Projects' in English : While carrying out the 'Projects’, the learn-
